Aims 

 

Stage 1 
 

• Click on the Stage 1 link. Read the poem to students and explain new 

vocabulary.  

 

• Ask individual students to read one line each. Correct pronunciation errors.  
 

• Tell students to read the poem silently and try to memorise at least 5 lines.  

 
• Game: Students close their eyes. Pick one word and ask students if they can 

recreate the whole line.  Give points for correct answers.

Stage 2 
 

• Click on the Stage 2 link. Ask students to find the website on their tablets (put 
key words into the search box of a web browser).  

• Demonstrate the various functionalities of the website.  

• Ask students to write their own poem about fame using the rhyming feature in
